The event is in its 35th year and in those there have 
been some shockers weather wise. 
 
2007 saw 29,000 wake to 80km winds and a wet rainy day, last year was perfect running 
conditions with overcast and still skies. 2009 is predicted as clear and fine. 
 
The weather doesn’t seem to dampen the enjoyment of those taking part so rain hail or shine 
it will be a great day out for all – but organisers are encouraging sunnies and hats. 
 
There is still time to enter and join the fun, On-line registrations close at 6pm on Wednesday 
26th August, and in-person registrations can be made at the Event Expo at the Perth 
Convention and Exhibition Centre, August 27 – 29. 
 
Free public transport to and from the event is included in registrations and extensive 
additional services will be in place on race day.
